Noise

Noise pollution poses a high environmental risk to human health, with road traffic being the greatest contributor.
At least 10 000 cases of premature deaths from noise exposure occur each year, although incomplete data mean
this number is significantly underestimated.

Further efforts are needed to decrease noise pollution in Europe. There is also a clear need to improve
implementation of the Environmental Noise Directive in Member States, in particular with respect to the
completeness, comparability and timeliness of reporting.
